Disclosure of Health Information on Enrolment Form
Rationale

To ensure that appropriate staff has access to relevant health information of the students/clients they come into regular contact with to ensure student health issues do not compromise their learning opportunities.

Purposes

1. To identify which staff, need to be informed of relevant student health information.

2. To ensure that the safety of the student/client, staff and school environment is paramount.

3. Through good communication, awareness and management, students with health issues will not be disadvantaged.

Guidelines

1. Students and their caregivers will be made aware at enrolment that relevant health information will be disclosed to appropriate staff (statement on enrolment form to this effect).

2. The Registered Nurse will document relevant health information on the school database to be accessible to staff and to be downloaded as the need arises (such as EOTC opportunities).

3. The Registered Nurse will notify relevant staff of students/clients who have significant health issues that might impact on their learning potential or safety of themselves or others.

4. Staff downloading or receiving written or verbal communication about a student’s/client’s health history must ensure that the information is stored in an appropriate and confidential manner.
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
